International Recognition of Qualifications 
in Asset Management  

As a contribution to the Global Forum on Maintenance 
and Asset Management, the UK based Institute of Asset 
Management (IAM) and the Australian Asset 
Management Council (AM Council) announced on May 
12, 2010 that collaborative work has commenced on 
establishing an Accord to improve international 
recognition and comparison of qualifications in the fast 
emerging discipline of asset management.   

The Accord aims to make it easier for employers to 
identify suitable staff and contractors, easier for people 
to find work and develop their careers and promote 
mobility between sectors and regions.  In practice, it will 
provide a process for reviewing and comparing 
qualifications to which leading asset management 
organisations around the world will be asked to sign up. 

David McKeown, IAM Chief Executive, says "the 
emergence of asset management as a global approach 
to delivering sustainable infrastructure and property 
portfolios creates high demand for people with relevant 
skills, experience and qualifications. This Accord will be 
applicable to all industries which depend on the 
availability and reliability of physical assets.  It will also 
add value to training organisations and educational 
institutions by enabling them to compare their 
programmes worldwide." 

IAM and AM Council have agreed to trial the Accord 
concept and methodology with a view to launching it late 
2010. The trial will involve several leading providers of 
relevant qualifications including universities, training 
companies and professional bodies from Australia, 
Europe, Asia, North America and South Africa.  
Qualifications offered by these organisations will be 
reviewed and compared by an expert panel to test the 
feasibility and benefits of the process described in the 
Accord  

“This Accord represents an opportunity to create a 
logical and flexible approach to comparing asset 
management qualifications at a time when asset 
management has a key role to play in helping 
economies recover from economic downturn,” says AM 
Council Chief Executive, Sally Nugent. “The Accord is 
an excellent example of international collaboration in 
practice."  She highlighted that an integrated approach 
to qualifications provided an opportunity to consolidate 
asset management‟s position in mainstream corporate 
thinking.

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Transfield Services discuss Asset 
Management at APPEA conference 

 

Peter Goode, Transfield Services Managing Director and

Transfield Services Managing Director and CEO Peter 
Goode presented at the 2010 Australian Petroleum 
Producers and Exploration Association (APPEA) 
Conference in Brisbane during May, where he discussed 
„World Trends in Asset Management.‟   

The APPEA Conference is Australia‟s biggest energy 
conference and is attended by oil and gas executives, 
technology experts, government officials and those 
generally wishing to do oil and gas business in Australia.  

Peter‟s presentation focussed on the growing 
importance of, developing trends, and challenges in 
asset management, as well as Transfield Services‟ 
approach to and achievements in asset management,.   

Trends that Peter identified included; 

 The increasing importance of the role operators 
and maintainers play in the asset design and 
equipment selection process; 

 Longer term contracts between service provider 
and client, which create closer relationships;

He also brought his presentation to life with some 
examples of Transfield Services work with Suncor 
Energy (Canada), RasGas (Qatar), Australian Rail Track 
Corporation and Kemerton Power Station (WA).

 The halving of track maintenance costs for SA

efficiency by more than 40 megawatts to 300 
megawatts, while reducing carbon dioxide 
emissions by 35,000 tonnes per year.     

“The benefits of asset management are catching on 
globally. Australia‟s oil and gas sector maintenance 
market is worth $1.6 billion – and growing, making it ripe 
for sophisticated asset management,” Peter said.   

“We already have strong partnerships with a number of 
oil and gas companies and events like this are an 
opportunity to showcase our services and network with 
others in the industry.”

Peter also discussed the Asset Management Council

Levels  

 

You are relatively new to the Asset Management field.  

You will typically have around 2 years experience, and 
have knowledge but not yet capability in Asset 
Management. 

To succeed at this level, you need to be able to show an 
awareness of the breadth and depth in the Asset 
Management landscape that needs to be practiced for 
effective outcomes in whole of life asset management 

You need to have an understanding of what part of the 
asset management landscape you are currently working 
in. 

It is likely but not essential that you have done some 
formal education or training in Asset Management. 

 

As for all levels, you are aware of the breadth and depth 
in the Asset Management landscape that needs to be 
practiced for effective outcomes in whole of life asset 
management, and you are aware of your part in Asset 
Management practice. 

Typically, you have considerable experience -8 or more 
years- and are able to demonstrate advanced 
capability in a number of competency elements of 
Asset Management. 

You are able to demonstrate capability in at least 10 or 
more of the 18 core competency sets that apply for a 
practitioner. 

And you have capability in at least 50 of the current 93 
competency sets that apply at snr practitioner level. 

While you may have quite a lot of training and education 
relevant to Asset Management, it is your advanced 
demonstrated capability that counts. 

 

As for an associate, you are aware of the breadth and 
depth in the Asset Management landscape that needs to 
be practiced for effective outcomes in whole of life asset 
management, and you are aware of your part in Asset 
Management practice. 

You have gained experience –typically you have been 
working for 5 years or more in one or more facets of 
Asset Management- and are able to demonstrate 
capability in a number of competency elements of 
Asset Management.

And you have capability in at least 45 of the current 115 
competency sets that apply at practitioner level. These 
sets may be in only one specialist area of Asset 
Management, as you have clearly shown through the 
core competencies that you have sufficient awareness of 
and capability to understand the Asset Management 
landscape.  

While you may have quite a lot of training and education 
relevant to Asset Management, it is your demonstrated 
capability that counts. 

 

This is the top level of certification. You have shown 
strategic application of principles and practices across 
a number of Asset Management elements. Typically, 
you have at least 12 years experience. 

As for all levels, you are aware of the breadth and depth 
in the Asset Management landscape that needs to be 
practiced for effective outcomes in whole of life asset 
management, and you are aware of your part in Asset 
Management practice. 

You are able to demonstrate strategic application in at 
least 12 of the 25 competency sets that are relevant to 
this level. 

As you continue to progress through your career, you 
will expect to develop your strategic application in a 
wider range of the fellow competency sets. 

A rare few may achieve all competencies.
